GHHSAA
members are asked to approve
amendments to the Association
regulations and by-laws and to
elect Trustees. The Trustees, in
turn, will elect officers. Other
matters of interest will be dis-
cussed as the annual meeting
will also serve as a board meet-
ing. Proposed amendments:

1. Amend Section 1.01 to
provide that failure to pay dues
shall terminate a person’s mem-
bership.

2. Amend Section 2.04 to
provide that notices of meet-
ings shall be given not less than
seven nor more than 60 days
prior to the meeting.

3. Amend Section 3.02 to pro-
vide that the number of Trustees
shall be not less than three or
more than 20.

4. Add Section 3.02.01 to
provide that except for those
persons who are Trustees im-
mediately prior to the annual
meeting held in the year 2009,
no person shall serve as Trustee
for more than five consecutive
years,

5. Add Section 3.02.02 to pro-
vide that the Board may elect
honorary members of the Board
of Trustees. They shall have no
vote as a Trustee,

6. Amend Section 4.01 to
provide that officers of the As-
sociation must be members of
the Board of Trustees.

7. Amend Section 4.02 to pro-
vide that officers shall hold of-
fice until the next annual meet-
ing unless removed by majority
vote of the Trustees and also

to provide that no person shall
hold the same office for more
than four consecutive terms.
