This sweet story begins with
two Brotherhood of Rooks fra-
ternity brothers. Camden “Cam”
Swart and Charles “Chuck”
Whipple started their senior
year in the fall of 1941.They
each pursued one of two lovely
gals who also happened to be
friends.Lois “Lu” Herring Swart
and Alice “Al"Bland Whipple
met when they both attended
Stevenson Elementary and
stayed friends even after Alice
moved to another high school
in 10th grade.

After catching a glimpse of
Alice, Chuck knew she was the
gal for him! He set his sights and
never wavered. Cam and Lois
would follow suit and connect

a few years later. These young
men didn't realize, upon gradua-
tion, what the next several years
would bring.

World War Il came along and
both men served in the US
Army. Chuck continued his
relationship with Alice as best
he could during the war. Even

though Alice attended a differ-
ent high school, she forever re-
mained part of the “Grandview
crowd"” because of her ongoing
relationship with Chuck. After
the war, true love prevailed and
his gal was still there for him.

Cam and Lois were “set-up” by
Lois’s brother, Lambert, when
Cam returned after the war.
They were married in 1948 and
Chuck and Alice in 1949. Both
couples’ families started out

in Grandview with the Swarts
raising four children (Jeff, Gary,
Jerry, and Debbie) and the
Whipples raising two children
(RaMarie and Scott).

Eventually, both families moved
from Grandview for some years.
But, as is often the case, they
each returned. The Whipples
moved back in 1958, and the
Swarts returned in 1968. It so
happened that the Swart twins
Gary and Jerry and the Whip-
ples’ daughter RaMarie ended
up in the same class at GHHS
(1969) and became good friends
